Abstracts, short bio and papers have to be accompanied by the Application form (enclosed below) and sent to both contact persons in Russia and USA with subject heading: “family name: SRPh+GSP”. Deadline for the application and the paper is: 1st of June 2010. 
Papers that (a) concerns particular specifics political issues, (b) merely collections of descriptive facts, (c) assertions of normative (moral, aesthetic prescriptive) are OUTSIDE of the topics covered by the conference. The Conference organizing committee has the right to reject and edit papers.

Selected papers will be published in the proceedings of the Conference in a series by GLOBAL SCHOLARLY PUBLICATIONS (GSP), New York, USA.
